Timings
Each day will run from 9am to 3.30pm. Students need to be signed in and out at reception. A member of
staff will be on hand to register your child each day.
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Food and Drink
Students will need to bring a packed lunch; other drinks and snacks will be provided. Please, no fizzy or
energy drinks and no chewing gum.

Transport

Transport to and from Fairfield is the responsibility of parents and carers and we ask that parents collect
their child promptly each day at 3:30pm. Students are allowed to walk home, as they might when they
begin school in September.

Conduct
